THE MAYAS
Classic Mayan culture developed in three regions of Mesoamerica
between 300 and 900 AD.The Mayas were never a true urban culture,the
urban centers were almost entirely used as religious centers for the rural
population. Nevertheless the Classic period saw an explosion of cultural
activity throughout the region by the tribes we call ‘Mayan’. They
developed an extremely sophisticated society with the most developed and

complex system of writing in the Americas and an astronomical and

mathematical science amongst the most sophisticated in the pre modern

world. The Mayas also built wonderful stone buildings and temples at

Chichen Itza ,Uxmal, Tulum,and Palenque on the Yucatan peninsulato
name but a few.

The ancient Mayas did not use many metal tools because
metals were not common in their area. The tools that they used were
very simple. They worked wood using fire and basalt axes. On stone

they used tools made of flint, obsidian, granite,Jimestone and

quartzite.Remarkably they also used the technology of the plumb bob

to gain vertical accuracy. This consisted of a simple round stone
suspended by string, It is interesting to compare the Mayas with the
Incas who 1000 years later did not use the plumb bob and did not roll

heavy stones on logs like the Mayas.
